Cabinetmaking and Furniture Design 1

Course Objectives

Instructor: Mr. Broeckelman

Course Description:

This is a yearlong course designed to teach the student safety in the shop and to familiarize the student with the basic woodworking processes performed in the shop area.  Safety will be the main focus for the first portion of the school year.  The rest of the year the student will complete a minimum of one pre-approved project by the instructor. This project must have a face frame, case, base, and a decorative top.  Adjustable shelving, doors, and drawers are encouraged, but not mandatory.

Basic Objectives:

1. Pass with 100% accuracy all safety tests.

2. Perform basic skills in the use of power tools and machines.

3. Understand the basic process involved in completing a small project.

4. Construct a quality project.

Assignments:

Students are encouraged to take notes during demonstrations.  Quizzes over demonstrations may be given at the instructor’s discretion.  Bookwork will be assigned occasionally throughout the year to help enhance the student’s knowledge of woodworking materials and processes. 

Evaluation:

A. Quarterly Grades

1. Bookwork, Quizzes, Safety Tests – 25%
- Late assignments will be accepted one day late, with a 50% deduction in grade.  Past one day late will result in a 0%.
2. Daily Grade – 45%

a. Coming to class prepared

b. Class participation 

c. Behavior in class

d. Clean up


-  On days that a student is gone with an excused absence (i.e. sick, organization trip, ball games, choir, etc.) and over half of the class is present, the student will receive a 5 out of 10 for a daily grade.  These points can be made up by making up the class time missed during work nights and/or before school.  For unexcused absences/ISS/OSS the student will receive a 0 and the points cannot be made up.  

3.  Completion Grade - 30%


- At the end of each quarter the student will receive a 100-point completion grade based upon the percentage of the project complete.  A 100% completion criterion consists of the following.  


a. 1st Quarter – Plans completed, face frame assembled, legs finished, or panels glued up.  


b. 2nd Quarter – Case put together with face frame attached or project put together. Begin working on doors, drawers, trim, shelves, etc. 


c. 3rd Quarter – Doors and Drawers assembled and attached to project.  Top, Bases, decorative trim completed.  Ready to begin finish sanding and finishing.


d. 4th Quarter – Project is completely finished, paid for, and taken home.

B. Semester Grades


1. 1st Quarter Grade – 45%


2. 2nd Quarter Grade – 45%



3. Semester Final – 10%
Class Needs:

Students must pay for half of the cost of their project before they begin work; the full cost must be paid before the project is taken home.  All projects will be taken home at the end of the school year regardless of completion.  Students will be provided with one pair of safety glasses at the beginning of the school year.  The students are required to bring the safety glasses to class everyday.  The students also are required to provide the following:

1. Tape measure (at least 12’)

2. Pencil
3. Notebook (Folder or 3-ring binder to contain class notes and handouts)

4. AR Book on reading days

Failure to bring the required materials will result in a deduction of that student’s daily grade.

Class Expectations:

1. Foul Language will not be tolerated.

2. Show up to class on time.

3. No interrupting while others are speaking.

4. Use your time wisely.  

5. Laptops will not be out unless instructed otherwise.
