Wood Processing

Course Objectives

Instructor: Mr. Broeckelman

Course Description:

This is a yearlong course designed to expand the students skills learned in Introduction to Industrial Technology with an emphasis on wood processing.  The students will learn how wood is processed, starting with milling the log clear through finishing a project.  
Basic Objectives:

1. Be able to pass with 100% accuracy all safety tests.
2. Be able to process lumber from log to finished state.
3. Be able to perform basic rough construction skills.

4. Be able to perform basic interior finishing skills.

5. Be able to read plans and complete a project according to the plans.

Assignments:

Students are encouraged to take notes during demonstrations.  Bookwork will be assigned occasionally throughout the year to help enhance the student’s knowledge of residential carpentry processes.

Evaluation:

A. Quarterly Grades

1. Bookwork, Quizzes, Safety Tests – 25%
- Late assignments will be accepted one day late, with a 50% deduction in grade.  Past one day late will result in a 0%.
2. Daily Grade – 45%

a. Coming to class prepared

b. Class participation 

c. Behavior in class

d. Clean up


-  On days that a student is gone with an excused absence (i.e. sick, organization trip, ball games, choir, etc.) and over half of the class is present, the student will receive a 5 out of 10 for a daily grade.  These points can be made up by making up the class time missed during work nights and/or before school.  For unexcused absences/ISS/OSS the student will receive a 0 and the points cannot be made up.  

3.  Completion Grade - 30%


- At the end of each quarter the student will receive a 100-point completion grade based upon the percentage of the project complete.  A 100% completion criterion consists of the following.  


a. 1st Quarter – Plans completed, Log Milled/Dried.

b. 2nd Quarter – Face Frame or legs completed, case partially completed 


c. 3rd Quarter – Case completed, project almost ready for finish sanding. 


d. 4th Quarter – Project finished, paid for, and taken home.

B. Semester Grades


1. 1st Quarter Grade – 45%


2. 2nd Quarter Grade – 45%



3. Semester Final – 10%
Class Needs: 

Students will be provided with one pair of safety glasses at the beginning of the school year.  The students are required to bring the safety glasses to class everyday.  The students also are required to provide the following:

1. Tape measure

2. Pencil
3. Notebook (Folder or 3-ring binder to contain class notes and handouts)
4. AR Book on AR days
Failure to bring the required materials will result in a deduction of that student’s daily grade.  Bringing personal tools to class is optional, but is at the student’s own risk.  If other materials are needed due to a special project, instructor will advise the students of such in advance.
